SAN JOSE, Calif. (December 3, 2009) – Imagine being given a second chance at life’s big decisions.  What would you do?  That’s the theme of The Tabard Theatre Company’s Bay Area premiere of HOLD ON TO LOVE, a comedy by James M. Barrie, creator of Peter Pan, January 29 – February 20, at Theatre on San Pedro Square in downtown San Jose.

Continuing its commitment to present works not commonly produced, Tabard’s executive director, Cathy Spielberger Cassetta, is excited to bring this whimsical and charming comedy to the stage for the first time in the Bay Area. Originally produced in 1919 under the title Dear Brutus, this production has much to say to modern audiences in Silicon Valley.  

Cassetta explains, “This is an intelligent situation comedy that takes place one Midsummer’s Eve. What’s lovely about this play is that it also has a great deal of heart, brought touchingly to life by our lively cast. This comedy is unlike any I’ve come across before. I know audiences will laugh a great deal and come to love it as much as we have. It’s fun to discover and present plays that are out of the ordinary.” 

“HOLD ON TO LOVE is about the decisions that we make in our lives,” says director Doug Baird.  “Are they fate?  Are we pre-destined to do things in our lives or do we make choices and go down those paths?  The theme is desire.  We have these desires …for another mate, another love, children or more money. And then what happens if we actually get a second chance to make those once-in-a-lifetime decisions?  That’s the fun of this play.”  

Baird, a veteran actor of more than 80 theatre productions, recently directed My Fair Lady for West Valley Light Opera.  HOLD ON TO LOVE will be his directorial debut for Tabard, although he has appeared in several Tabard productions. Baird was recently named a Tabard Associate Artistic Director.

In keeping with Tabard’s tradition to donate a portion of concession proceeds to a local non-profit that is in some way thematically related to the production, the cast and staff of HOLD ON TO LOVE have designated EHC LifeBuilders, for the work they do giving people second chances by providing shelter, housing opportunities, and supportive services to people in crisis and those experiencing homelessness in Silicon Valley (www.ehclifebuilders.org).
