Workshops for those over 50 include Center Stage and Lovin’ it, a series of classes for those new to theatre that is also a fun brush-up for those who have some experience.

Diving into Theatre is a workshop for those who have experience and want to build on that. 

A performer, director and educator, Jennifer Packard has taught performing arts to all ages for over fifteen years. “We have a wonderful program that combines movement, music, scripts and even some improvisation. Our approach is centered on exploration and development of an individual’s interests and talents, focusing on the process of learning and creativity. It is an environment that is supportive and without pressure to perform. 

Workshops run for five weeks, beginning the week of Sept 27 (no classes Thanksgiving week). Each workshop must have at least four students. To maintain Tabard’s personal approach, maximum class size is capped at 10.

In keeping with Tabard’s mission to keep the arts affordable, each workshop of five classes is $65 per person. An “early bird” discounted fee of just $60/person is available to those who sign up by September 15.
